TESL Canada was created from the need for a national 
standard in English language teacher training.  These 
standards help future teachers distinguish between 
reputable and none-reputable programs offered in Canada.  

A TESL Canada recognized program must have:

• 100 hours of training
• 10 hours of ESL observation
• 10 hours of teaching practice
• approved facilities, employees and instructors 

Most overseas public and private schools as well as 
immigration standards require TESL/TEFL/TESOL 
certification to have 100 hours of training and an additional 
20 hours dedicated to observation and teaching.  Should a 
teacher not have a certification or diploma with these 
qualifications, many schools and immigration officials will not 
deem the applicant as a certified teacher.

It is also important to note that a TESL Canada Level one 
certification is a requirement to work at all reputable private 
language schools in Canada (including International House 
schools).  TESL Canada Level One certification is a minimum 
requitement by all Languages Canada member schools 
(www.languagescanada.ca)

are bonded appropriatly and allows you to 
deduct the cost of your tuition as an 
expense.

TESL Canada & International Strandards





All IH schools in Canada offer an extensive 
choice of work related programs.  These 
programs are designed to take your 
language skills beyond the classroom.  By 
tailoring these programs to suit a variety of 
needs, we can help place you in a 
professional setting where you will gain an 
incredible career enhancing experience, or 
help place you in a paying job related to 
your English studies at International House.

All of our work related programs require a 
study period at the schools.  A minimum 
level of English is required for all work 
placements and the duration of your 
studies will depend on the type of job and 
the duration of your stay.

Generally, the higher your command of the 
English language, the better your position 
will be within the companies that will hire 
you.  You will also be more likely to move 
up to better positions and, of course, get 
better pay.  Regardless of which program 
you are interested in, you will always be 
required to enrol and study at International 
House for a minimum of 4 weeks and up to 
24 weeks if necessary as part of your work 
program.  This will ensure that you are 
ready and confident to work in your new 
job.  For many of the programs, a study 
portion equal to the work portion is 
required by Citizenship and Immigration 
Canada for issuance of your work permit.

Accommodations – Homestays 

 
Homestay accommodation provides many benefits to students, especially those traveling abroad for 
the first time.  Living with a host family offers students the opportunity to experience a truly Canadian 
lifestyle and to practice their English.  Homestay accommodation offers students a “home away from 
home” with all the comforts and warmth of a supportive family.  All IH homestay families undergo a 
strict inspection process and are evaluated regularly for quality control. 

Important highlights of Sol Group Homestays: 

• Always inspected 
• Homestays with limited number of students per house 
• Mixed nationalities in homestays 
• Various options for pets, internet and shared and individual rooms 
• Always 3 meals per day in all homestays 

 

Accommodations – Student House (Toronto only) 
 

Located across the street from our adult campus, this is one of the most unique options in 
accommodations for traveling students. The Student house consists of apartments, which 
accommodate three or four students each. Students are housed in single private rooms with shared 
kitchen and bathroom facilities. 

The entire apartment unit is heated in the winter months and air-conditioned in the summer. All 
rooms are fully furnished private rooms with a single bed, drawer space, deck, chair, bedside table 
and TV set. A large fully equipped common kitchen and common bathrooms and showers are 
available to all residents of the house at a ratio of 1:3 or 1:4. 

The house is equipped with hi-speed wireless internet access, a phone, cable TV and a TV set in 
each room. 

There are also laundry facilities on the group floor of the apartment at a cost of $2.25 per wash and 
$1.75 for drying. 

A new set of sheets, a pillow, and a blanket is provided for every student upon their arrival to the 
student house. Students are then expected to wash and maintain their sheets and pillows. Extra 
sheets, pillows and blankets can be provided at an extra charge.
